New Immunization Requirements for 2010-2011 School Year
The Missouri Code for school immunizations has been revised for the upcoming school year. These rules establish the minimum requirements for children enrolled in public, private and parochial schools, day cares, or nursery schools. The following revisions may affect a child in your household.
A second dose of Varicella (chickenpox) vaccine for all children entering kindergarten.
If the child has had the chickenpox disease, a licensed physician may sign a written statement documenting the month and year of the disease. Parent/guardian statements of disease will no longer be accepted.  Children enrolled in grades one through five will still only need one Varicella and parental statements of disease continue to be acceptable. 
 Tdap (tetanus, diphtheria, and pertussis) vaccine will be required for all incoming eighth (8th) grade students if the child has completed the recommended childhood DTaP/DTP vaccination series and has not received a Td booster within the past two years.  Children who are enrolled in grades 9-12 should receive Tdap instead of Td if they get notified by the school that their 10 yr booster is due. 
Age appropriate pneumococcal vaccine (PCV) will be required for children attending day care, preschool or nursery schools caring for more than ten children.  Children who have had chickenpox will now need a licensed physician’s statement documenting the month and year of the disease.
If your child is entering kindergarten, their second Varicella should be given when they receive their pre-kindergarten immunizations. If you have a child entering the eighth grade and is not getting their booster at a physician’s office, you may contact Miller County Health Center to make an appointment for free vaccination. Miller County Health Center hours are Monday-Friday 8-4. The second Wednesday of the month, there are extended hours (8am-6:30pm).  Your child must be accompanied by an adult and a shot record must be presented. Call 573-369-2359 to make an appointment.
